Helpful Tax Tips

Tax season is Wednesday, January 30 to Monday, April 15 this year and | wanted to provide
you with some useful information as you prepare to file your taxes.

Free Tax Prep

If you earned $51,000 or less in 2012, you may be eligible for free tax preparation services by
IRS-certified volunteers through the Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) program. VITA
volunteers are trained to help you receive your full refund. This includes the Earned Income
Credit (EIC) and Child Tax Credit (CTC), federal tax credits for low- and moderate-income
workers. You can check the box below to determine your eligibility.

What To Bring for Free Tax Prep

- Valid picture ID

- Social Security Card or Individual Taxpayer Identification Number (ITIN) Card for you,
your spouse, and any children

- W-2s, 1098s, 1099s and any other tax forms received for 2012

- Last year's tax form (helpful, but not required)

- Blank check for direct deposit (optional)
